members unanimously approved the Hindi syllabus. The following recommendations
were made for consideration and implementation:

1. Hindi to be offered as a Modern Indian Language (MIL) paper in the Ability
Enhancement Course (AEC) for 2+2 credits in the first and second year.

2. The first-year AEC (MIL) paper should be a blend of renowned literary stories,
focusing on creative aspects such as story development, translation, and précis
writing.

3. The second-year AEC paper should primarily consist of poetry and one-act plays to
deepen students' literary understanding.

4. The Multi-Disciplinary Course — Hindi for Communication (3 credits) — should
include more conversational topics alongside foundational etymology and
orthography.

5. It was suggested that the Skill Enhancement Course be introduced in line with the
NEP guidelines, subject to the availability of sufficient staff in the department.

The Chairperson, Dr. Nisha Sharma, expressed her gratitude to all the members for
their valuable inputs and suggestions. The meeting concluded with a vote of thanks
from the Chairperson at 12:40 p.m.
